____ All medicated feeds or feed additives were discontinued the required number of days 
prior to slaughter, as state on the label. 

____ No feed containing mammalian meat and/or bone meal was fed at any time. 
____ Withdrawal times for any medications, wormers, etc. were followed. 
____ No product was utilized in raising or exhibiting this animal that was not specifically 

labeled for use with this species; approved products were only used according to the 
manufacturer’s label directions. 

I certify that as the owner of this animal, it was not fed any “prohibited” mammalian 
meat and/or bone meal (per FDA regulation CFR Title 21), and this animal is free from 
drug and chemical residues.
