Our performance standards are based on Symbol I1l. The National Pork Board Symbol I11 is an ideal market
hog that symbolizes profitability for every segment of the industry.

1. Live weight: Range 250-279 Ibs

2. Back Fat: .51t0 .8 inches

3. Loin Eye Area: minimum of 7 square inches.

Average Daily Gain: minimum of 1.8 Ibs per day

Gold Seal are those animals that fit into all four of the performance
standards. Silver Seal are those animals that miss only one of the four standards and Blue Seal awards are
given to those that miss more than one performance standard.

Our performance standards are based on a sheep industry “ideal animal”. Keep in mind there are multiple
markets for lamb which can influence your personal production goals.

Our standards are:

1. Live weight: Range 110-150 Ibs

2. Back Fat: .15 to .3 inches

3. Rib Eye Area: minimum of 2.5 square inches.

Average Daily Gain: minimum of .7 Ibs per day
