Camp focuses on livestock evaluation with an empha-

sis on oral reasons.  Livestock classes to be offered 

will include Market and Breeding Beef, Sheep and 

Swine.  Classes are sponsored by Idaho’s livestock 

breeders.  New this year is the Novice & Advanced 

sessions being planned.  Primary target for the camp 

is youth ages 13-18.  The camp cost is $75, including 

adults ($65) that wish to participate,  this covers 4 

meals, one banquet dinner, judging manual and 

judging notebook.

2007 Program Outcomes 

78% of participants stated that htye learned 

more aobut college, while 100% surveyed 

stated they wanted to attend college.  Results 

showed that 79% of thoese participating wre at 

a judinge camp for their first time, while 11% 

gave their first set of roal reasons.  Results also 

showed that 18% were in the advanced reasons 

category.
