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Selected Outcomes  

 

Over 9,700 residents participated in local rallies,  
        creating a long-term vision and action teams  

in each Horizons community.  
 

Steering committee members were elected to public 
office, sometimes in towns where elections had 
never been contested before. 

 

Working with partners, a newly formed regional  
     foundation was awarded almost $2 million  

in grant funds for a variety of community  
        improvement projects in Kooskia, Kamiah,  

and Stites. 
 

Communities started new farmers markets,  
  community gardens, and nonprofits.  
 

Riggins created a regional transportation system. 
 

Communities developed cultural heritage and  
tourism projects, along with new businesses, 
involving the arts, oral histories, walking tours, 
historic preservation, and scenic byways.  

 

Communities worked with local, state, and regional 
partners including Community Action Partnership, 
Idaho Department of Commerce, Idaho Rural  

        Partnership, Clearwater Economic Development 
Association, Idaho Transportation Department, 
Rural School & Community Trust, Idaho Nonprofit 
Center and Two Degrees Northwest: Where Art 
Meets the Land. 
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Horizons  aims to reduce poverty and achieve sustainable prosperity in small rural and reservation 

communities. It is funded by the Northwest Area Foundation (www.nwaf.org), based in Minnesota. Over  
300 communities across seven states have participated in Horizons since it began in 2003. 
 

University of Idaho Extension  has brought Horizons to 49 communities across the  

state (8 óclustersô and 25 individual towns).  Idaho Horizons communities range in size from 226-4,900  
residents and have poverty rates from 11-30%.  A steering committee made up of local volunteers in each 
community leads the program, guided by a coach hired by the University of Idaho.
